A) with spring washer (part C), flat washer (part D) and the allen key (part E), as shown below.

•   Wood veneers also allow distinctive patterns to be created on flat surfaces, such as table tops and drawer 
fronts by the way the slivers are arranged. 

•   All timber surfaces will change colour and mellow over time. New furniture will initially vary in shade 
from items that have been previously purchased.

How to care for your oiled wood furniture

Taking care of a wooden tabletop finished with oil is essential to maintain its beauty and durability. Oil finishes 
enhance the natural beauty of the wood and provide protection. 
Here are some care instructions to ensure your tabletop remains in great condition:

•   Wipe spills immediately with a clean, damp cloth to prevent stains or water rings. Do not leave liquids like 
red wine, coffee, acid juice etc. onto the tabletop, wipe this off promptly.

•   Protect the surface from heat by using coasters or pads to protect the table from hot cookware and 
dishes.

•   Use placemats or tablecloth to have an extra layer of protection against scratches.
•   Be gentle when cleaning wood by using a well-wrung damp soft cloth. Dry the wood immediately.
•   Don’t use harsh or abrasive chemicals, polishes or sprays.
•   Our furniture will endure most temperatures in the home but it is best to avoid placing furniture next 

to heat sources such as radiators or fires. Be particularly careful with solid wood as the lack of humidity 
caused by central heating can cause damage such as warping.

By following these care instructions, your oiled furniture piece should remain beautiful and functional for many 
years to come. Remember that regular maintenance is key to preserving the wood’s natural beauty and integrity.
